Range it is about halfway. 
Range fees: $35 Shot Fee, $25 camp Fee and $50 Fee for new members. Shooters are also asked to bring a blanket 
prize. 
Campers: Pack It In /Pack It Out! Bring your own wood, water, shade and fire equipment- axe, bucket and shovel. 
Campfires allowed only if ground conditions permit. Porta-potties on site. All pets must be on a 
leash. Remember, it is a privilege to be allowed on private lands so let’s be respectful and leave the area better then 
we found it. 
Potluck style dinner: Saturday evening, please plan to join in and bring a main course, salad or desert.  
Range rules: any safe position behind cross sticks. If you shoot prone please minimize your space. Buffalo era 
rifles plus we will let in Winchester Hi-Wall and Stevens 44 ½ or reproductions. No Gas Checks, No cleaning between 
shots, No spotting scopes on the firing line. Blow tubes are allowed but please don’t slow the rate of fire on the line, period 
clothing on the firing line, Black powder, Pyrodex or Duplex no more than 10% kicker.
